About Our Women Leaders Program 
The program is built upon ELI’s 13 leadership competencies 
with a focus on issues unique to women leaders, presented 
from women’s perspectives. The program runs for six 
months, beginning January 2025 and ending June 2025, and 
participants meet virtually twice per month. One of the monthly 
meetings focuses on the 13 leadership competencies, where 
participants join either the ELI Community of Fellows or New 
Presidents in their scheduled presentation sessions. 

The second meeting focuses on facilitated group coaching 
sessions, where participants meet to discuss issues of 
importance to their leadership journey. A unique feature of the 
WLP is the focus on helping women leaders identify self-care 
practices which will ensure the vitality and resilience they need 
to sustain effective leadership. The program will also include 
a June Residency on the campus of Clark Atlanta University. 
Following program completion, WLP Alumae will join a growing 
list of affinity groups that will participate in ongoing discussions 
on current topics important to the higher education community 
through the HBCU ELI Fall Workshop Series.
